Transport companies can count on innovative solutions
for goods transportation on the East-West corridor: the
Hupac intermodal network covering Western Europe,
Eastern Europe, Russia, CIS countries and the Far East.
The network supplies regular intermodal services with
dedicated trains connecting the main terminals of Europe
and Eurasia. It allows to deliver shipments from the At-
lantic Ocean to the Pacific shores — further, quicker and
safer than with traditional transport solutions.

Efficient railway system

Hupac has introduced an efficient operational solution

based on two important pillars:

» The international hub of Gadki, strategically located
near Warzawa, bundles the shipments from and to
all major European industrial areas such as Antwerp,
Rotterdam, Ludwigshafen, Duisburg, Dresden/Leipzig,
Milano, Barcelona and Silesia. In Gadki, the shipments
are conveyed with a fix shuttle train to Sestokai.

» The gauge interchange station of Sestokai in Lithuania
provides for the transhipment between the two railways
systems (1435mm and 1520mm gauge). Starting from
Sestokai, all required destinations are reached.

The offer covers the whole Russian territory and the CIS
countries. China and South Korea are reached via Kazach-
stan, Mongolia and the ports of Vladivostok and Vostochny.

Hupac is one of the leading intermodal operators in
Europe. The company works to ensure that an increasing
volume of goods can be transported by rail, thus making
an important contribution to modal shift and environ-
ment protection. Hupac operates a network of more
than 100 trains a day between Europe’s main economic
areas. The company has been founded in Switzerland in
1967. 72% of the share capital belong to logistics and
transport companies, while 28% is held by railways, thus
guaranteeing a dynamic and very close relationship to
the market.

Based in Moscow, the company supports the develop-
ment of eco-friendly intermodal transport solutions in
Russia and in the Eurasian region. Intermodal Express
was incorporated in 2011.

Transport companies are offered
scheduled weekly services covering all major industrial
areas in Russia, CIS countries, China and South Korea
via sea.
